Brian Ross motioned to impose the $1,000 fine on P-12, 17b, 18, 21, 24, 25 and P-26, and for the resident’s use of the WCA facilities to be suspended. Joaquin Arrillaga seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 7-0

Brian Ross motioned to table the proposed fines on P-7, 9, 11, 13, 14, 15 and P-22 to the April 12, 2018 board meeting. Joaquin Arrillaga seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 7-0

Brian Ross motioned to impose the $1,000 fine on P-19 and P-20, and for the resident’s use of the WCA facilities to be suspended, with enforcement suspended and the fines subsequently waived provided the violation does not reoccur within the next 3 months. Forrest Baumhover seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 7-0 

Brian Ross motioned to retain counsel for P-2 for the purpose of sending a pleasant, but firm, demand letter requesting all yard issues be resolved by May 8, 2018 (including if necessary obtaining any mod approvals and completing required work), inviting owner to meet with management if they have questions, continuing fine hearing to the May board meeting, and advising owner that the board may pursue injunctive relief about immediate attention. Joaquin Arrillaga seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 7-0

· WOW Board Appointments
As of March 2018, there were three positions expiring on the WOW board with four candidate bios submitted: Mary Griffin (current board member); Ken Blair (current board member); Jeff Seligsohn (current board member); and Teresa Peterson (new candidate).

After discussion, Keith Heinemann, WOW Member, announced the re-appointment of Mary, Ken & Jeff due to their outstanding work these last 2 years during the expansion of the magazine. Teresa will be approached by Keith to see if she’d be willing to volunteer in other areas needed.
· Request to Host and Estate Sale
The daughters of a recently deceased homeowner at 10244 Woodford Bridge approached the Board to get approval to host an estate sale at the property (as required per CCR’s Article 12 Section 26). Cathy Pacheco, one of the daughters, participated via phone conference as she lives out of state. The sale would be hosted April 5, 6 and 7th using a professional estate sale company named “Class Act Estate Sales & Services, LLC”.
After much discussion by the board, the voted as follows:

Ashley Wait motioned to allow the estate sale to occur on April 5, 6 and 7, 2018. Ruben seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion failed 2-5 (Brian, Forrest, Rick, Joaquin and Keith)

· Proposed Facility Rules Changes
For consistency between the pool and tennis court rules, and for better clarification, a number of tennis court rule changes were proposed to the board as follows (red-lined are deletions; blue-lined are additions):

· Children under the age of 15 must be supervised by a responsible adult resident;
· Any WCA tennis instructors shall be allowed to use up to any four (4) courts of the six (6) Countryway courts, and never taking more than two (2) courts at the West Park Village facility. However, WCA tennis pros are allowed use of any 6 courts for programs or tournaments, and must leave 4 courts open at either of the tennis facilities at any time, at the discretion of the tennis pros

· Each resident household is entitled to bring up to (4) guests to play at the tennis court facilities.

· There is a $25 court usage fee for USTA League team non-resident members per season play.  The resident can reserve for league play up to three (3) hours at a time and is permitted to use no more than five (5) courts at a time.

Joaquin Arrillaga motioned to accept the tennis court rule changes as presented. Rick Goldstein seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 7-0

· Tennis Court Access

Rick Goldstein made the members aware of a situation that occurred at the tennis courts recently by a non-resident tennis player that attempted to gain access to the courts with a minor resident child by using the names of two board members as credentials to gain court access against the associations policies. 
Rick Goldstein motioned for the Board to have two letters mailed: 1) to the non-resident stating that under no circumstance are they authorized to use Board names to gain access to the associations facilities; 2) to the parents of the minor child advising the parent(s) of what happened and the actions taken by the Board and to remind the parents of the associations facilities policies/rules. Ruben Collazo seconded the motion. 

Joaquin Arrillaga made a substitute motion to have legal counsel send a letter to the non-resident informing him that he is no longer welcome/allowed at the facilities and to enact a formal Ban on the individual. Forrest Baumhover seconded the motion. Rick accepted the substitute motion. A vote was taken and the motion carried 7-0
