IV. CONSENT AGENDA

Dale Sells motioned to approve the amended Dec 12, 2019 board minutes and the Jan 9, 2020 minutes.  Keith Heinemann seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 6-0
V. TREASURER’S REPORT 

· Ruben Collazo announced that the association ended year 2019 with $80,484 in excess funds; for 2015-2019 a cumulative total of $259,000 of excess funds
VI. COMMITTEE REPORTS
· Government Affairs Update (Rick Goldstein) – Stonebridge and Woodbridge are the first two neighborhoods working on initiating their CERT program.
A concern over an email sent by Chris Barrett via WOW email to 3 board members and one GAC member was raised due to issues with political candidates being included in a requested meeting by Barrett to the 3 board members and GAC member
Rick Goldstein motioned to proceed with the meeting with a very specific and formal agenda and for it to be a-political through the GAC.  Dale Sells seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 7-0

· Second Notice of Violations with Proposed Fine
Michele DelSordo motioned to accept the proposed motion to not impose a fine on T-1, R-1 and P-4. Rick Goldstein seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 7-0


Michele DelSordo motioned to accept the proposed motion to impose a $1,000 fine on P-1, 2, 3, 5, 6, 7, 8, 10 and P-12, and for the resident’s use of the WCA facilities to be suspended for a maximum of 90 days, with the first day of suspension being the fifth day after confirmation by the Covenant Committee. Rick Goldstein seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 7-0

Michele DelSordo motioned accept the proposed motion to impose a $1,000 fine on P-9 and for the resident’s use of the WCA facilities to be suspended, with enforcement suspended and the fines subsequently waived provided the violation does not reoccur within the next 3 months (thru 6/12/20/20). Rick Goldstein seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 7-0

Michele DelSordo motioned to impose the $1,000 fine on P-11, for the resident’s use of the WCA facilities to be suspended for a maximum of 90 days with the first day of suspension being the 5th day after confirmation by the Covenants Committee, with enforcement and use suspension postponed until 04/17/20, and the fines subsequently waived provided the violation is corrected no later than 04/17/20, and in the event it is not corrected by 04/17/20 then the matter shall go back before the board at its next publicly noticed meeting for affirmation of the fine and suspension of use rights. Rick Goldstein seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 7-0

Michele DelSordo motioned accept the proposed motion to table P-13 to 03/12/2020 board meeting. Ruben Collazo seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 7-0

Ruben Collazo motioned table the WOW appointments to the April Board meeting to allow more time to try and recruit more candidates. Rick Goldstein seconded the motion for discussion purposes. Vote was taken and the motion failed 1-6
