· Revisit Utility Auditing Firm Proposal
Keith Heinemann motioned to accept the recommendation from management to accept the agreement from ICG to perform a utility billing audit, with any proceeds being split on a 50/50 basis between the WCA and ICG. Ruben Collazo seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 5-0-1 (Rick temporarily left room during vote)

Michele DelSordo motioned to table T-4 to the May 9, 2019 board meeting. Rick Goldstein seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 6-0

Michele DelSordo motioned to table T-3 to the April 11, 2019 board meeting. Rick Goldstein seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 6-0

· Second Notice of Violations with Proposed Fine
Michele DelSordo motioned to not impose a fine on P-1, 2, 4, 7, 8, 10, 12, 14, 17, 19, 21, 22, 24, 27-29, 31-35,-37, T-1 and T-2. Rick Goldstein seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 6-0

Michele DelSordo motioned to accept the proposed motion to impose a $1,000 fine on P-3, 5, 6, 9, 13, 16, 20, and P-23, and for the resident’s use of the WCA facilities to be suspended for a maximum of 90 days, with the first day of suspension being the fifth day after confirmation by the Covenant Committee. Rick Goldstein seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 6-0 

Michele DelSordo motioned to accept the proposed motion to impose the $1,000 fine on T-5, for the resident’s use of the WCA facilities to be suspended for a maximum of 90 days with the first day of suspension being the 5th day after confirmation by the Covenants Committee, with enforcement and use suspension postponed until 04/11/19, and the fines subsequently waived provided the violation is corrected no later than 04/11/19, and in the event it is not corrected by 04/11/19 then the matter shall go back before the board at its next publicly noticed meeting for affirmation of the fine and suspension of use rights. Rick Goldstein seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 6-0

Michele DelSordo motioned to impose a $1,000 fine on P-36, and for the resident’s use of the WCA facilities to be suspended, with enforcement suspended and the fines subsequently waived provided the violation does not reoccur within the next 3 months (thru June 14, 2019). Rick Goldstein seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 6-0 

Michele DelSordo motioned to table P-11, 18, 25, 26 and P-38 to 04/11/19 board meeting. Rick Goldstein seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 6-0 

Michele DelSordo motioned to table P-15 to 05/14/19 board meeting. Rick Goldstein seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 6-0 

· Insurance Renewal 03/20/19
         This year two companies, Lanier Upshaw (current agent) and Brown & Brown   

         submitted bids for insurance policy proposals for the renewal period of Mar

Michele DelSordo motioned to stay with Lanier Upshaw as our agent and to accept the insurance proposal prepared by them for the renewal period 03/20/19 with the following premiums:

· WOW Board Appointments

Keith Heinemann, WOW member for the WCA,  re-appointed Jon Stein and Joe Odda to the WOW board for a two year term beginning March 2019.
· Free Concert in the Park

Charles Calandra, a homeowner of Westchase, approached the CDD and the WCA to get support to host a free concert in the Montague Street park. The CDD staff authorized use of the park. 

Joaquin Arrillaga motioned for the WCA to accept the offer from Mr Calandra for a free park concert to be held on Apr 5th at 7pm, and to allow him the use of the W logo to be used only for location purposes on advertisement, not for sponsorship, and only for this one event; and the WCA to pay for dog poop cleanup the day of the event. Rick Goldstein seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion passed 6-0

· Suspension of Parking Restrictions
Ruben Collazo motioned to suspend the enforcement of street parking restrictions for the week of 03/15 – 03/25. Joaquin Arrillaga seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion passed 6-0

Joaquin Arrillaga motioned for the WCA to suspend street parking enforcement during the following Hillsborough County holiday periods: spring break, Thanksgiving and Christmas. Keith Heinemann seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion passed 6-0

IX. OTHER BUSINESS

· Front Yard Lawn Requirements (for discussion)
Joaquin Arrillaga recommended that discussion be held at the Voting Member meeting regarding other possible options for sod other than St Augustine due to the continuing maintenance problems many owners are experiencing with their front lawns and the trees shielding their properties from sunlight.
· Suspension of Use Rights on 10442 Springrose
Rick Goldstein motioned for the WCA to suspend all use rights on 10442 Springrose for a period of 6 months, and for legal counsel to send the owner a cease & desist letter due to an incident between the owner and a pool staff member. Ruben Collazo seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion passed 5-0-1 (Joaquin abstained due to conflict as his niece was witness to the incident)
