· Presentation by Beth Alden, Exec Director of Hillsborough County Metropolitan Organization
· Update from Election Process Committee (Russ Crooks, chair)

· Landscape Committee Consideration
Joaquin Arrillaga approached the voting members regarding potential alternative options for front yard sod guideline due to continuing issues with front yard oaks and sod problems. It was proposed that the VM’s form a Landscape Committee to investigate these alternatives with the members consulting with the University of Florida. · Modifications Committee Guideline Clarification
Due to recent applications submitted referencing recent guideline amendments, Dale Sells, chair of the Mod Committee, approached the VM’s to get clarification on what their understanding and intent was on two guidelines: fence screening material for mechanical equipment and garage door faux paint application. 
Final conclusion: garage doors can also be painted the approved colors if owner is purchasing a new garage door and the application is done by the manufacturer; solid panel pvc, resin… fencing must be painted to match home OR be one of the approved colors for that neighborhood (i.e. wood tone/wood grain or white in WPV). In all other neighborhoods , they cannot remain white.
