IV.        Minutes
Approval of Meeting Minutes for June 11, 2019 Monthly Meeting  
Ed Siler made the motion to approve the 06/11/2019 meeting minutes with correction. Mary Griffin seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the motion passed 26-0

New Business
· Speakers: Commissioner Murman; HART CEO Benjamin Limmer; Director of County Public Works Dept John Lyons
· Guest speakers updated the members on various topics: Sales tax issue at the Supreme Court; how funds will be utilized if the 1 penny tax is passed thru the Supreme Court – transportation, affordable housing, new buses and bus shelters, street cars, use of rail corridors, regional travel

· John Lyons updated members on status of the left turn lane on Linebaugh/Sheldon, Citru Park extension, projects separated into several categories: resurfacing, sidewalk repairs, bridge repairs, road widenings, signal timings, new sidewalks at schools & crosswalks, bike/pedestrian trails, and the completion of the Upper Tampa Bay Trail

· Village Green – Fence Guideline – Initial Vote
The following guideline amendment was present to the voting members for consideration and approval-
FOR HOUSES BACKING ON LINEBAUGH AVENUE (with no alley):
Westchase has constructed a brick wall along Linebaugh Avenue. No Rear Fences are allowed. If the Side Fence, extended to the brick wall, would exceed the height of the brick wall, the Side Fence must be stepped down in the last section so as to be no higher than the brick wall.

When fences are built:

1. All Fences must be constructed of white PVC,  wood painted white, or black metal fence (as noted in Section 2.2.15(C) of these Guidelines).
2. The maximum height of the white PVC or wood Front Fence and Side Fence is 6'-0The required height for the black metal fence shall be 5’.

3. If the white PVC or wood fence is less than or equal to 4'-0", the fence must be open.

4. If the white PVC or wood fence is greater than 4'-0", the bottom 4'-0", can be opaque. If any portion of the bottom 4'-0" of the white PVC or wood fence is opaque, at least the top l'-0" of the fence shall be open lattice style. No more than 4'-0" of the fence may be opaque.

5. The 5' metal fences will tie to the house at the rear corner of the house. 
Side Fences shall be installed on the side lot lines
Michael Turnbull made the motion to initially approve the fence guideline for Village Green as presented. Mary Griffin seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the motion passed 25-0    
· Facebook Rules

Eric Holt made the motion to table any discussion regarding setting rules for Facebook Pages indefinitely. Ashley Wait seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the motion passed 25-0    
· Electronic Voting Committee Update (by Heather Greeley-Hessefort)

· Breast Cancer Awareness (Russ Crooks)
Russ Crook presented the following motion: October is Breast Cancer Awareness month – in support of this campaign, to demonstrate Westchase residents’ support it is requested that the CDD provide pink lighting for all fountains within Westchase during the month of October. Ralph Caputo seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the motion passed 24-1 (Glencliff)    
Although the voting members can’t force the CDD to take any action on their request, it was proposed that they be approached for consideration. Brenda Bennet stated that at a recent CDD meeting, they considered this and with the cost being $500 per fountain, and several other factors weighing in on their decisions, it was voted to not take on this project. 

Concern was raised by a fellow VM about the precedence it would set for other campaigns, such as Autism Awareness, Colon Cancer, etc…..
