A person who is delinquent in the payment of any fee, fine, or other monetary obligation to the association on the day that he or she could last nominate himself or herself or be nominated for the board may not seek election and his or her name shall not be listed on the ballot.

M 1 All Candidates will be asked to leave the meeting room and assemble in the office area.



V 6
Voting shall continue in rounds until Candidates receiving a plurality of the votes are elected to fill all available positions.

V7   In the event the Voting members declare a deadlock, the Board shall call a special meeting of the Voting Members, to be held not more than thirty (30) days after the annual meeting, for the purpose of electing a director to fill the last remaining position(s). At the special meeting, the chair may accept additional nominations from the floor for eligible candidates to fill the last remaining position(s) and the election for the last remaining position(s) shall be conducted in the same manner as the original election.
