Joaquin Arrillaga motioned to accept the motion prepared by Brian Ross as follows: to impose the $1,000 fine on P-12 and for the resident’s use of the WCA facilities to be suspended, with enforcement suspended and the fines subsequently waived provided the violation does not reoccur within the next 3 months. · CDD/West Park Village Pond Nano Bubbler Electrical Connection
Doug Mays, maintenance supervisor for the CDD, attended on behalf of the CDD to  request from the WCA permission to run an electrical line from a nano-bubbler to be installed in the pond to the pool equipment building (at cost of the CDD) and for permission to utilize that electrical power to operate the nano-bubbler, using extremely low amounts of electricity (220v).
Rick Goldstein motioned to allow the CDD to run a 220v electrical line to the pool equipment building and to utilize the power to operate a nano-bubbler for the pond located next to the WPV pool/tennis courts. Chuck Hoppe seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 7-0
