Approval of Meeting Minutes for September 26, 2017 Monthly & Annual Meeting  
Rick Goldstein made the motion to approve the 09/26/17 monthly & annual meeting minutes. Eric Holt seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the motion passed 25-0    
V.
New Business
· 20 Minute Speaker (Jon Barrios-Division Director of Bldg Services at Hillsborough County)
· Metal Roof Guideline Discussion (Gerry Pappa)
Cynde Mercer made the motion to form a committee to investigate metal roof options in addition to what is currently permitted in the Westchase Residential Master Guidelines roofing materials. Gerry Pappa seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the motion passed 27-0
· Glencliff Villas – Window Guideline Amendment Final Approval
Gina Coutras made the motion to give final approval to the Glencliff window guideline amendment as presented. Mary Griffin seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the motion passed 27-0
· Variance Committee – Proposed Rules Amendment
1. In the event the Variance Committee finds the requirements for the granting of a variance have been satisfied, the Committee shall have the authority to grant a variance for an improvement other than the one specifically requested by the resident, if with the concurrence of the Property Manager or Modifications Committee.

Rick Goldstein made the motion to approve the concept of Variance Proposal Rule#1 subject to finalization of verbiage by the Variance Committee, Board of Directors and legal counsel and then for the verbiage to be taken back to the Voting Members for final review and approval. Forrest Baumhover seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the motion passed 27- 2
2. Except for an improvement implemented by the home builder at the time of original construction or by a present or prior homeowner after written approval from the Association, any variance request for an improvement currently in violation of Association existing guidelines or restrictions shall be deemed procedurally improper and administratively denied by the Association, in which case written notice of denial shall be provided by the Property Manager to the applicant and any application fee shall be returned to the applicant, and the Committee shall be barred from considering the request.

Ruben Collazo made the motion to approve the concept of Variance Proposal Rule#2 subject to finalization of verbiage by the Variance Committee, Board of Directors and legal counsel and then for the verbiage to be taken back to the Voting Members for final review and approval. Marty Hamilton seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the motion passed 22-5
· Mandatory Flood Insurance Requirement

At the suggestion by a WCA homeowner to require all owners to carry flood insurance, the voting members were polled o whether they’d agree to add this to the list of future amendments to the CCR’s on Individual Insurance Requirements. After much discussion, no action was taken on this subject.
