Rick Goldstein motioned to not impose a fine on P-1, 3, 4, 6, 9, 11, 14, 16, 18, 21, 23, 24, 26-31, 33-36, 38, 40 and P-41. Keith Heinemann seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 6-0

Rick Goldstein motioned to impose a $1,000 fine on P-5, 7, 15, 19, 25 and P-37, and for the resident’s use of the WCA facilities to be suspended for a maximum of 90 days, with the first day of suspension being the fifth day after confirmation by the Covenant Committee. Keith Heinemann seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 6-0 

Rick Goldstein motioned to impose the $1,000 fine on P-2 and P-39, for the resident’s use of the WCA facilities to be suspended for a maximum of 90 days with the first day of suspension being the 5th day after confirmation by the Covenants Committee, with enforcement and use suspension postponed until 10/25/18, and the fines subsequently waived provided the violation is corrected no later than 10/25/18, and in the event it is not corrected by 10/25/18 then the matter shall go back before the board at its next publicly noticed meeting for affirmation of the fine and suspension of use rights. Keith Heinemann seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 6-0

Rick Goldstein motioned to impose the $1,000 fine on P-8 and P-12, for the resident’s use of the WCA facilities to be suspended for a maximum of 90 days with the first day of suspension being the 5th day after confirmation by the Covenants Committee, with enforcement and use suspension postponed until 11/08/18, and the fines subsequently waived provided the violation is corrected no later than 11/08/18, and in the event it is not corrected by 11/08/18 then the matter shall go back before the board at its next publicly noticed meeting for affirmation of the fine and suspension of use rights. Rick Goldstein motioned to impose the $1,000 fine on P-32, for the resident’s use of the WCA facilities to be suspended for a maximum of 90 days with the first day of suspension being the 5th day after confirmation by the Covenants Committee, with enforcement and use suspension postponed until 12/16/18, and the fines subsequently waived provided the violation is corrected no later than 12/16/18, and in the event it is not corrected by 12/16/18 then the matter shall go back before the board at its next publicly noticed meeting for affirmation of the fine and suspension of use rights. Keith Heinemann seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 6-0

Rick Goldstein motioned to impose a $1,000 fine on P-10, and for the resident’s use of the WCA facilities to be suspended for a maximum of 90 days, with the first day of suspension being the 5th day after confirmation by the Covenants Committee , with enforcement suspended and the fines subsequently waived provided the violation does not reoccur within the next 3 months (thru 01/11/19), and if it re-occurs then the matter shall go back before the board at its next noticed public meeting for affirmation of the fine and suspension of use rights. Keith Heinemann seconded the motion. Vote was taken and the motion carried 6-0
