Approval of Meeting Minutes for Jan 14, 2020 Monthly Meeting

· Stonebridge Voting Member Representation (20 members present)

· Glencliff INSG – Turf Grass Guideline – Final Vote

Old Business
· Flag Guideline – Final Vote (tabled from January) (23 members present)
A revised version of the guideline was presented to the members from the Flag Committee Chair, Mary Griffin. After much discussion, it was decided to remove section 2 verbiage in its entirety and only have it state: “Any owner may erect a freestanding flagpole in accordance with F.S. 720.304.”
Rick Goldstein made the motion to approve Guideline 1.3.4 Section 2 with the mini-version of verbiage as stated: “Any owner may erect a freestanding flagpole in accordance with F.S. 720.304.”  Keith Heinemann seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the motion passed 15-8 (a vote of 66% of 23 VM’s needed to pass)    
Additional amendments to the guidelines were presented, adding a new section#1 for “official flags” and amending section 3 to incorporate the word decorative in front of flags and “garden” in front of Banner in (3).
Mary Griffin made the motion to approve Guideline 1.3.4, Section 1 & 3 amendments as presented.  Heather Greeley-Hessefort seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the motion passed 22-1 (a vote of 66% of 23 VM’s needed to pass)
