Bridges (Baybridge, Sturbridge, Wakesbridge) – bronze screen enclosures

A final vote was taken of the voting members present to eliminate the INSG variance requirement in Bayrbidge, Sturbridge and Wakesbridge and to allow bronze screen enclosures. Final tally was 22 yes votes and 1 no vote.

Stockbridge – bronze screen enclosures

A final vote was taken of the voting members present to eliminate the INSG variance requirement in Stockbridge and to allow bronze screen enclosures. Final tally was 22 yes votes and 1 no vote.

Bridges (Baybridge, Sturbridge, Wakesbridge) – 5’ aluminum rear fence

A final vote was taken of the voting members present to allow 5’ aluminum fence material along the rear facing Montauge in lieu of chain link. Final tally was 22 yes votes and 1 no vote.

Bridges (Baybridge, Sturbridge, Wakesbridge) – rear fence mesh screening material

A final vote was taken of the voting members present to allow mesh screening material along the rear fence facing Montague. Final tally was 21 yes votes and 2 no vote.

Harbor Links – gutter color to match roof color

An initial first vote was taken of the voting members present to allow gutters in Harbor Links/Estates of Harbor Links to match the roof color of the home. Final tally was 6 yes votes and 17 no votes. The INSG amendment failed as 2/3 yes votes of the VM’s present was needed.,
